The role 
The Postdoctoral Research Assistant will work on an EU project Helios, Global Scene Understanding with Energy Models under the supervision of Prof Philip Torr, and commence as soon as possible.
Synopsis of the research: 
The aim of this work is to apply techniques developed in deep reinforcement learning for playing games to develop new state of the art SLAM systems, inspired by recent work on maze navigation by Google Deepmind. The work will explore the use of computer vision techniques such as semantic segmentation 
Responsibilities 
Specific duties:

· Development and implementation of novel computer vision and learning algorithms to automate semantic SLAM via reinforcement learning.
· Writing timely reports on their research, and publishing these as papers in leading conferences and journals.
· Contributing documented software to the group library.

· Performing occasional demonstrations to industrial or academic visitors.

· Assisting informally with the supervision of graduate students conducting related research.

· Possible supervision of MEngs projects and final year undergraduate projects.
· Strengthening the impact of the research by developing links with potential academic and industrial partners.
· Helping to write grant proposals
Additional duties:
· Manage own academic research and administrative activities. This involves small scale project management, to co-ordinate multiple aspects of work to meet deadlines

· Act as a source of information and advice to other members of the group on algorithms and theory of computer vision.
· Represent the research group at both internal and external meetings/seminars, either with other members of the group or alone

Engineering Science Department 

Engineering teaching and research takes place at Oxford in a unified Department of Engineering Science whose academic staff are committed to a common engineering foundation as well as to advanced work in their own specialities, which include most branches of the subject. We have especially strong links with computing, materials science and medicine. The Department employs about 90 academic staff (this number includes 13 statutory Professors appointed in the main branches of the discipline, and 25 other professors in the Department); in addition there are 9 Visiting Professors. There is an experienced team of teaching support staff, clerical staff and technicians. The Department has well-equipped laboratories and workshops, which together with offices, lecture theatres, library and other facilities have a net floor area of about 22,000 square metres. 
Teaching

We aim to admit 160-170 undergraduates per year, all of whom take a 4-year Engineering Science course leading to the MEng degree. The course is accredited at MEng level by the major engineering institutions. The syllabus has a common core extending through the first two years. Specialist options are introduced in the third year, and the fourth year includes further specialist material and a major project. 

Research
