The role 
The successful candidate will work on the EPSRC Impact Acceleration funded project entitled “Technologies to achieve healthier contact-sport participation”. 
Sport activities play an essential role in keeping the population healthy. Interestingly, some of the biggest and fastest growing sports globally are contact-sports. However, there is a great need to ensure that the contact-sport community can safely participate in physical activity.

The objective of this project is to develop further a novel technology that can facilitate changes to achieve healthier sport participation. A smart Mouthguard is being developed to improve injury prevention through continuous monitoring. 
The successful candidate will be seconded in a leading in-body wearable company in London (www.chiaro.co.uk). They will benefit from working within an innovative R&D team that stretches across an academic and industry environment.
Responsibilities 
The Electronics Research Engineer appointed to this post will be responsible for development, testing and implementation of the electronics across several design cycles. They will work closely with mechanical, design and product engineers to optimise performance and functionality. 

Specific duties:

The main duty of the successful candidate will be to act as lead research engineer for this project. Specifically they will:

· Undertake R&D tasks to deliver project requirements.

· Develop Embedded Software.

· Specify, design and assemble electronics, wiring layout and make adjustment to components.

· Capture schematics and run simulations.

· Support colleagues with integration of the electronics.

· Liaise with potential sub-contractors.

Additional duties:
· Manage own research and administrative activities. This involves small scale project management, to co-ordinate multiple aspects of work to meet deadlines and deliverables.

· Undertake comprehensive and systematic assessments of technologies and write up the results for funders.

· Contribute ideas for further improvements.

· Collaborate in the preparation of scientific reports and journal articles and occasionally present papers and posters. 
· Act as a source of information and advice to other members of the group on embedded electronics.

· Represent the research group at external meetings/seminars, either with other members of the group or alone.

Engineering Science Department 

Engineering teaching and research takes place at Oxford in a unified Department of Engineering Science whose academic staff are committed to a common engineering foundation as well as to advanced work in their own specialities, which include most branches of the subject. We have especially strong links with computing, materials science and medicine. The Department employs about 90 academic staff (this number includes 13 statutory Professors appointed in the main branches of the discipline, and 25 other professors in the Department); in addition there are 9 Visiting Professors. There is an experienced team of teaching support staff, clerical staff and technicians. The Department has well-equipped laboratories and workshops, which together with offices, lecture theatres, library and other facilities have a net floor area of about 22,000 square metres. The Department is ranked third in the world in the latest Times Higher Education World University Rankings, behind Caltech and Stanford, but ahead of MIT (4th), Cambridge (5th), Princeton (6th) and Imperial (7th).
Teaching

We aim to admit 160-170 undergraduates per year, all of whom take a 4-year Engineering Science course leading to the MEng degree. The course is accredited at MEng level by the major engineering institutions. The syllabus has a common core extending through the first two years. Specialist options are introduced in the third year, and the fourth year includes further specialist material and a major project. 

Research

The Department was ranked the top engineering department in the UK, as measured by overall GPA, in the Research Excellence Framework 2014 exercise.
