The role 
The successful candidate will be working as the Project Associate on the second InnovateUK Knowledge Transfer Partnership project which the Advanced e-Infrastructure and Cloud Computing research group within the Oxford e-Research Centre has obtained to work with 100PercentIT Ltd, a successful niche public cloud provider. The Trusted Public Clouds project will develop Trusted Computing services to allow cloud computing users to cryptographically verify the security of virtual machine instances in public computing clouds. This makes Trusted Computing usable on multiple public cloud platforms including Microsoft Azure giving verifiable security independent from the cloud provider. Development of the technology and services that will be constructed within this project can play an important role in securing the UK public and private sectors from threats posed by the increasing number and sophistication of cyber-attacks, securing the internet for future generations.
The previous work this project develops is the subject of a UK patent application and if this project is successful we would envisage this also developing multiple academic publications and its own patent. The associate will be expected to lead their own work under the guidance of the academic and company supervisors and will be responsible for all activities and deliverables within the project. The KTP associate role is intended to have a significant component of personal development with a dedicated budget for associate training available to support participation in relevant training and development opportunities. 
The nature of the work within the project will require the Associate to have an excellent grounding in IT and a strong track record of software development including writing software code for prototyping as well as production services. This code must run in a complex integrated environment which will again require significant experimentation and some understanding of research and product development including agile development practices to ensure that products built through the project are able to be utilized as soon as is practical whilst understanding that they will move from minimally viable to full product during the projects lifetime.
Responsibilities 

Specific Tasks

The post holder will, with appropriate support, be responsible for leading development and documentation of the project, in all its phases;
1. Carry out research and prototyping development into the technical building blocks of the proposed product chain including Intel SGX, Openstack and Trusted Platform technologies, as well as the market landscape to allow a detailed design to be developed.
2. Develop an sound architecture for the proposed product and assess cybersecurity vulnerability to attack.

3. Implementation of Trusted Public Cloud Attestation: focus on developing a prototype of software to verify the integrity of virtual servers running on a public cloud platform.

4. Thoroughly test the implementation carried out previously, assessing it's capabilities and weaknesses for defending against a range of different cyber attacks as well as it's practicality in real world customer situations.

5. Launch a minimum viable product and introduce the Trusted Public Cloud to relevant academic and user communities. 

6. Iterate through previous steps on a realistic cycle time to allow integration of feedback from initial customer presentation.

7. Finalise product showcasing technology to fully encrypt running servers, secured using Intel SGX.

8. Create company specific documentation to successfully embed knowledge developed within the project into the core business of 100PercentIT.
Though the post is with the Oxford e-Research Centre the post will be physically located at the offices of 100 Percent IT, at Oxford Road, Newbury, Berkshire.
Additional Tasks

· Manage own research, development and administrative activities having day to day responsibility for all activities under the management of the projects Local Management Committee. This involves project management, to co-ordinate multiple aspects of work to meet deadlines, stakeholder engagement to plan integration of developed work with overall company activities,
· Adapt existing and develop new computing technologies, usage methodologies and protocols,
· Test hypotheses and analyse data from a variety of sources, reviewing and refining working hypotheses as appropriate,
· Contribute ideas for new projects or extensions of the current project based upon the foundations created by this project.
· Collaborate in the preparation of project reports, journal articles, papers and posters to commercial stakeholders, prospective users of the developed technology and the academic community,
· Act as a source of information and advice to other members of the company partner or research group on protocols and techniques,
· Represent the project at external meetings/seminars, either with other members of the group or alone,
· Any other duties appropriate with the role.

Engineering Science Department 

Engineering teaching and research takes place at Oxford in a unified Department of Engineering Science whose academic staff are committed to a common engineering foundation as well as to advanced work in their own specialities, which include most branches of the subject. We have especially strong links with computing, materials science and medicine. The Department employs about 90 academic staff (this number includes 13 statutory Professors appointed in the main branches of the discipline, and 25 other professors in the Department); in addition there are 9 Visiting Professors. There is an experienced team of teaching support staff, clerical staff and technicians. The Department has well-equipped laboratories and workshops, which together with offices, lecture theatres, library and other facilities have a net floor area of about 22,000 square metres. The Department is ranked third in the world in the latest Times Higher Education World University Rankings, behind Caltech and Stanford, but ahead of MIT (4th), Cambridge (5th), Princeton (6th) and Imperial (7th).
Teaching

We aim to admit 160-170 undergraduates per year, all of whom take a 4-year Engineering Science course leading to the MEng degree. The course is accredited at MEng level by the major engineering institutions. The syllabus has a common core extending through the first two years. Specialist options are introduced in the third year, and the fourth year includes further specialist material and a major project. 

Research
