The role 
The post holder’s prime responsibility is to ensure the efficient administrative support and financial management of a project portfolio for the Oxford Thermofluids Institute (OTI) to ensure projects are delivered successfully to budget, and reporting aspects are completed to the satisfaction of the department and funder. He/she will be expected to manage a number of research projects held by academics in the OTI as directed by the OTI administrator.  
The research is sponsored by a range of funders including Research Councils, Innovate UK and many industrial sponsors – including Rolls-Royce, Mitsubishi Heavy Industries, QinetiQ and others. It is essential that the post holder gains a good understanding of the administrative requirements of each funder, and is able to manage the multiple responsibilities of a project portfolio. The role will include preparing financial and forecasting reports to meet funder requirements; reviewing expenditure on projects to ensure they are eligible; supporting audits and generating resourcing forecasts to understand recruitment and expenditure needs. Other roles will include purchasing, and arranging and participating in meetings/events with partners/funders/stakeholders. Well-developed problem solving skills and the ability to work independently with minimal supervision are essential. 

The post holder will also be a member of the department research administration team led by the Administrator (Research). He/she would be expected to be an active member of this team for administrative support and guidance and sharing best practice.  
Responsibilities 
Financial Management

· Take responsibility for the day-to-day management and monitoring of all expenditure within the projects, and their internal and external reporting status.

· Provide detailed information, analysis and recommendations to ensure that projects are delivered within budget, schedule and according to contract specifications and that all risk is managed or mitigated. 

· Create procurement plans where needed; liaise with the Department’s procurement officer and ensure that all procurement follows University policy, provides value for money and is completed within appropriate timescales.

· Understand and advise on the financial and administrative regulations of the funder(s).

· Create and keep clear and accurate records of all aspects of the project’s finance where these are needed, in addition to records on Oracle.

· Meet regularly with PIs and the OTI Administrator to discuss the financial position of projects; resolve issues and produce amended financial plans as needed.

· Provide quarterly forecasts of project expenditure and overhead generation to the Deputy Administrator (Finance).

· Respond to audit queries as requested by the Deputy Administrator (Finance)

· Respond to enquiries and requests for funds from partners. 

· Where required by funder rules, complete and maintain timesheets for technician and project teams.

· Assist the OTI Administrator in monitoring end of fixed term contracts for researchers and update future staff planning documents where appropriate.

· Actively seek ways to maximise the financial benefits of projects within the rules of funding bodies, the requirements of the University and with appropriate regard for accounting principles.

Operational Responsibilities

· Provide support on the delivery of milestones for the projects ensuring reports are completed on time and on budget. 

· Organise and attend project meetings, including arranging travel and accommodation, conference calls, generating supporting information for the meetings and taking minutes/actions as appropriate.

· Coordinating with relevant PIs and the OTI Administrator to plan the use of the group’s resources (staff and equipment) on research projects to ensure there is adequate availability to deliver projects on time and on budget.

· Maintain awareness of research students working in the projects’ research groups and ensure any confidentiality or other contractual issues relating to the projects are resolved.

· Support the team with recruitment activity, liaising closely with the departmental HR team. 

· Updating and managing the research group and project specific websites and databases.

Funding Applications and Proposals

· Providing support to the OTI Administrator on generating and implementing proposal plans, assisting with the preparation for interview, panel visits and other assessment steps. 

· Working with the OTI Administrator and Department Research Office to generate budgets using X5 software.

· Identify and coordinate all the sources of information required to cost, develop and internally assess a project.
Communication and Liaison

· Establish and maintain good working relationships within the research group, and with all partners in Oxford, other institutions in the consortium and their administrative teams and the funder.  

· Liaise with Departmental administrative staff, attend relevant meetings in the department and university and engage as part of a wider departmental cohort in research support roles.

· Represent the Oxford activity at both internal and external meetings, being able to report with confidence on the finances and work being undertaken, in addition to future activities of the project.

Pre-employment screening

All offers of employment are made subject to standard pre-employment screening, as applicable to the post.   

If you are offered the post, you will be asked to provide proof of your right-to-work, your identity, and we will contact the referees you have nominated. Engineering Science Department 

Engineering teaching and research takes place at Oxford in a unified Department of Engineering Science whose academic staff are committed to a common engineering foundation as well as to advanced work in their own specialities, which include most branches of the subject. We have especially strong links with computing, materials science and medicine. The Department employs about 90 academic staff (this number includes 13 statutory Professors appointed in the main branches of the discipline, and 25 other professors in the Department); in addition there are 9 Visiting Professors. There is an experienced team of teaching support staff, clerical staff and technicians. The Department has well-equipped laboratories and workshops, which together with offices, lecture theatres, library and other facilities have a net floor area of about 22,000 square metres. The Department is ranked third in the world in the latest Times Higher Education World University Rankings, behind Caltech and Stanford, but ahead of MIT (4th), Cambridge (5th), Princeton (6th) and Imperial (7th).
Teaching

We aim to admit 160-170 undergraduates per year, all of whom take a 4-year Engineering Science course leading to the MEng degree. The course is accredited at MEng level by the major engineering institutions. The syllabus has a common core extending through the first two years. Specialist options are introduced in the third year, and the fourth year includes further specialist material and a major project. 

Research

The Department was ranked the top engineering department in the UK, as measured by overall GPA, in the Research Excellence Framework 2014 exercise. We have approximately 350 research students and about 130 Research Fellows and Postdoctoral researchers. Direct funding of research grants and contracts, from a variety of sources, amounts to an annual turnover of approximately £19m in addition to general turnover of about £18m. The research activities of the department fall into seven broad headings, though there is much overlapping in practice: Thermofluids; Materials and Mechanics; Civil and Offshore; Information, Control and Vision; Electrical and Optoelectronic; Chemical and Process; Biomedical Engineering.

You will also be required to upload a supporting statement which explains how you meet the selection criteria for the post.
Supporting Statement

The supporting statement should describe your skills and experience relevant to the post. These may have been gained through employment, education/training, voluntary/community work or you may have taken time away from these activities in order to raise a family, care for a dependent, or travel for example. Your application will be judged solely on the basis of how you demonstrate that that you meet the selection criteria outlined above and we are happy to consider evidence of transferable skills or experience which you may have gained outside the context of paid employment or education. We will short list for interview those whose applications best demonstrate that the applicant meets the selection criteria, so it is important that you use your supporting statement to explain clearly, point by point, how you match them. Please note that a copy of a CV will not be accepted as substitute for a supporting statement and that inclusion of the statement is a mandatory step in the online application process.
References

Please give the details of people who can provide a reference for you. If you have previously been employed, your referees should be people who have managed you, and at least one of them should be your formal line manager in your most recent or current job. Otherwise they may be people who have supervised you in a recent college, school, or voluntary experience. It is helpful if you can tell us briefly how each referee knows you (e.g. ‘line manager’, ‘college tutor’). Your referees should not be related to you.
