The role 
You will be a member of the Grants & Projects team which is part of the Finance team within the Department of Engineering Science. This team supports the post-award financial management of the department’s research grants and trading contracts, looking after of around 700 active projects across 100 academics, generating income in excess of £35 million per year. You will report to the Grants & Projects Manager.

You will have primary responsibility for a selected portfolio of research grants, supporting the relevant Principal Investigators and Project Managers to ensure that funds are securely managed, and that funder terms and conditions are met. You will work closely with Research Accounts to ensure that all financial reporting to funders is completed accurately and on time, and that all auditor requirements are met.

Responsibilities/duties 

New grants/projects

· Check the set-up of projects within your portfolio and notify Research Accounts of anomalies. 

· Advise Principal Investigators (PIs) and project managers on the financial and administrational regulations governing the award and the implications for their management of the funds

· Where necessary, discuss procurement and recruitment plans with PIs in order to develop an expenditure forecast

· Ensure payroll instructions are updated in line with the X5 costings

Financial monitoring and reporting

· Support the post-award financial management of a portfolio of research/trading projects

· Work closely with PIs, project managers and other admin staff to ensure that all expenditure is in line with funder and University regulations

· Ensure PIs receive regular financial reports on their grants, and provide support and advice enabling them to manage their funds effectively

· Instigate regular reviews with PIs of their project portfolio, highlighting issues and concerns, and offer feasible solutions to any problems that are identified. Maintain up-to-date knowledge of the financial regulations of research funders and continually develop knowledge and skills to accommodate new funders, systems, and procedures as part of professional development

· Coordinate the production of quarterly reports and forecasts for Innovate UK grants within your portfolio liaising with Research Accounts and Project Managers as necessary

· Prepare ad hoc reports and forecasts as required by the Grants & Projects Manager or the Finance Manager

· Monitor the Projects inbox and ensure that queries are responded to appropriately

Closing projects

· Work with PIs and Project Managers to ensure that all appropriate expenditure has been charged and that budgets are utilised as effectively as possible
· Check that all expenditure is in line with the X5 costing and with the funder’s terms and conditions, dealing with issues as appropriate

· Ensure that finished projects are ready for any final expenditure reporting to the funder and work with Research Accounts to complete these 

Invoicing and auditing

· Ensure that expenditure on auditable grants is correct and that backup documentation such as timesheets have been collected prior to any audit or reports going to the funder

· Coordinate the production of quarterly reports and forecasts for Innovate UK grants within your portfolio liaising with Research Accounts and Project Managers as necessary

· Comply with requests from auditors, gathering the necessary information, and making adjustments where required 
· Work with Research Accounts to ensure that invoices are raised in accordance with funders’ expectations

· Assist with the clearing of suspense and pre-award accounts

· Make up files as necessary

· Participate in the Department’s PDR process

· Other tasks commensurate with the grade as directed by the Grants & Projects Manager or Finance Manager

Engineering Science Department 

Engineering teaching and research takes place at Oxford in a unified Department of Engineering Science whose academic staff are committed to a common engineering foundation as well as to advanced work in their own specialities, which include most branches of the subject. We have especially strong links with computing, materials science and medicine. The Department employs about 120 academic staff (this number includes 13 statutory Professors appointed in the main branches of the discipline, and 25 other professors in the Department); in addition there are 9 Visiting Professors. There is an experienced team of teaching support staff, clerical staff and technicians. The Department has well-equipped laboratories and workshops, which together with offices, lecture theatres, library and other facilities have a net floor area of about 22,000 square metres. 
Teaching

We aim to admit 160-170 undergraduates per year, all of whom take a 4-year Engineering Science course leading to the MEng degree. The course is accredited at MEng level by the major engineering institutions. The syllabus has a common core extending through the first two years. Specialist options are introduced in the third year, and the fourth year includes further specialist material and a major project. 

Research

The Department was ranked the top engineering department in the UK, as measured by overall GPA, in the Research Excellence Framework 2014 exercise. We have approximately 600 research students and about 200 Research Fellows and Postdoctoral researchers. Funding for research grants and contracts, from a variety of sources, generates an annual turnover of approximately £36m in addition to general turnover of about £32m. The research activities of the department fall into seven broad headings, though there is much overlapping in practice: Thermofluids; Materials and Mechanics; Civil and Offshore; Information, Control and Vision; Electrical and Optoelectronic; Chemical and Process; Biomedical Engineering.
