Responsibilities 
Research Grants 

· Prepare costing of new grant applications and awards using X5, including transferring figures onto sponsor forms or online grant application systems. 

· Provide the necessary paperwork to the Research Services Office, sponsors and other interested parties.

· Carry out awarded grant set ups and carry out the necessary checks to ensure the setup is correct.

· Assist with monthly income and expenditure and other grant reports.  

· Maintain and update data on the in-house grants database.

· Assist in the provision of returns and reconciliations to sponsors, and information to Research Services and Research Accounts relating to Oncology grants.

· Transfer expenditure between grants and between general ledger cost centres and grants according to requests by management to ensure compliance with sponsors’ financial terms and conditions. 

· Prompt Principal Investigators to provide information to meet grant terms and conditions.

· Undertake ad hoc grant analysis and budget modifications to reflect funding and exchange rate changes.  

· Assist the Grants team in completing reconciliation of final balances on research grants.

· To assist with the provision of regular and ad hoc reports from the in-house grants database, and other data sources, for management meetings including Executive Committees.

· To manage the suspense account and pre-award accounts for grants ensuring balances are understood and transferred out in a timely fashion.

· Grants audits

· Assist with grants and other related journals and accruals as necessary, following the procedures in place for recording journals.

· Liaise with other department’s staff and divisional staff to agree interdepartmental cost journals.

· Assist with any regular GL reporting, cost centre review or audit procedures.
