The role 
The Engineering Science Department has a large and complex grants portfolio.

The Grants and Projects Assistant will be part of the departmental Projects Team and work closely with the other members of the Projects Team to support the Post Award activities of the department. You will report to one of the Senior Grants and Projects Finance Officers.

You will have primary responsibility for a selected portfolio of research grants, supporting the relevant Principal Investigators and Project Managers to ensure that funds are securely managed, and that the Funder Terms and Conditions are met. You will work closely with Research Accounts to ensure that all financial reporting to funders is completed accurately and in a timely manager, and that all audits’ requirements are met.

Responsibilities 
New Grants/Projects

· Liaise with the Research Admin Team to ensure that projects are correctly set-up by reviewing the grants offer letters or reading through the contracts and e-mailing the PI(s) a summary of their award and advising them of the specific Terms and Conditions governing their Award.

· Also discuss the procurement and recruitment plan of their new awards with the PIs in order to develop the relevant expenditure forecasts.

Closing Projects

· Deal with the project closing list which needs to be reviewed monthly. This involves working either with the PIs or the Project Managers ensuring all appropriate expenditure has been charged to the project, checking that the budgets are utilised as effectively as possible, and that all expenditure is in line with the Funder’s Terms and Conditions.

· Ensure that completed projects are ready for any final expenditure statements (FES) to the funders and work with Research Accounts to complete the FES to be sent to the Research Councils or other funders in a timely manner.

· Assess residual balances at the end of a project and deal with them as deemed appropriate.

Invoicing and Auditing

· Code External Collaborator invoices - Projects with Tasks for external collaborators should have agreements in place showing invoice requirements.  Usually these are quarterly in arrears. Periodically, check that collaborators are invoicing regularly. Chase any overdue invoices

· Audits – Support the Senior Grants and Projects Finance Officers collating all the information (staff and non-staff) required by the Auditors on specific Audits, check that the justifications provided by the PI meets the Funder’s Terms and Conditions.  Once fully trained, the potholder will be responsible to deal with specific Audits from the beginning to the end of the process.

Financial Monitoring and Reporting

· Support the post-award financial management of a portfolio of research/trading projects
· Work closely with PIs, project managers and other admin staff to ensure that all expenditure is in line with funder and University regulations
· Ensure PIs receive regular financial reports on their grants, and provide support and advice enabling them to manage their funds effectively
· Instigate regular reviews with PIs of their project portfolio, highlighting issues and concerns, and offer feasible solutions to any problems that are identified. Maintain up-to-date knowledge of the financial regulations of research funders and continually develop knowledge and skills to accommodate new funders, systems, and procedures as part of professional development
· Coordinate the production of quarterly reports and forecasts for Innovate UK grants within their portfolio liaising with Research Accounts and Project Managers as necessary
· Prepare ad hoc reports and forecasts as required by the Research Finance Manager & the Finance Manager
· Monitor the Projects inbox and ensure that queries are responded to appropriately and in a timely manner.
· Assist the Senior Projects and Grants Officer in clearing the suspense account on a daily basis, and a monthly basis and certainly at year-end.  This requires interaction with staff at all levels, as well as with central finance.
· Assist with the clearing of pre-award accounts.

Other tasks

· To help with other tasks commensurate with the grade as directed by the Research Finance Manager or the Finance Manager.

· Educated to GCSE level or equivalent experience.
· Experience of administration in a research environment, public sector environment or other large complex organization.
· Proven financial aptitude with a high level of attention to detail and the ability to produce clear and concise financial reports.
· Excellent communication skills, both written and oral, with the ability to convey financial matters in simple and understandable terms.
· Good inter-personal skills, including the ability to develop effective and cooperative working relationships with academic and non-academic colleagues at all levels.
· High level of IT skills including Excel
· Highly organized with the ability to prioritise work and produce consistent accurate, detailed work and meet deadlines. 
· The ability to work under pressure and to work within a busy environment.
· The ability to organise own workload and work to deadlines.

Desirable selection criteria
· Full or part AAT qualified (or equivalent)

· Experience of financial management within the University of Oxford Oracle financial system or similar

· Experience of the administration of research funding

· A working knowledge of financial software, preferably Oracle Financials

Engineering Science Department 

Engineering teaching and research takes place at Oxford in a unified Department of Engineering Science whose academic staff are committed to a common engineering foundation as well as to advanced work in their own specialties, which include most branches of the subject. We have especially strong links with computer science, materials science, and medicine. The Department employs 140 academic staff and has around 770 research students, 700 undergraduates  and 200 researchers at any one time. Our research and education activities are supported by over 230 Professional and Technical staff. 

Direct funding of research grants and contracts, from a variety of sources, amounts to an annual turnover of approximately £73m, of which research grant income is approximately £34m. Research activities fall into 8 broad headings, though there is much interdisciplinary research in practice: Information Engineering (Robotics, Computer Vision and Machine Learning); Control; Thermofluids; Materials and Mechanics; Civil and Offshore; Electrical and Optoelectronic; Chemical and Process; and Biomedical. 

Research Excellence 

The results of the seven-yearly UK-wide assessment of university research, REF2021, published on 12th May 2022, demonstrate that the University of Oxford made the highest volume of world-leading research submissions. The Department of Engineering Science had 71% of submissions which met the requirements for the highest grading of 4*(research that is world-leading in terms of originality, significance, and rigour).

Teaching 

Each year 170-180 new undergraduates start the 4-year course leading to the MEng degree in Engineering Science. The course is accredited at MEng level by the major engineering institutions. The syllabus has a common core extending through the first two years, with specialist options introduced in the third year, and the fourth year offering further specialist material and a major project.

The Department of Engineering Science is a diverse, inventive, and dynamic place to work. In the results of the six-yearly UK-wide assessment of university research, REF2014, the MPLS division received the highest overall grade point average (GPA) and the highest GPA for outputs. We received the highest proportion of 4* outputs, and the highest proportion of 4* activity overall. More than 50 per cent of MPLS activity was assessed as world leading.

The MPLS Division's 10 departments and 3 interdisciplinary units span the full spectrum of the mathematical, computational, physical, engineering and life sciences, and undertake both fundamental research and cutting-edge applied work. Our research addresses major societal and technological challenges and is increasingly focused on key interdisciplinary issues.
